graphics are prohibited.
e Posters must incorporate the theme of “Empowering Asian American, Native Hawaiian, and
Pacific Islander communities to Prepare for Risks and Disasters.”
o Posters should emphasize how you and your family can prepare for a disaster (i.e.,
What do you do before a disaster, how do you communicate before and during a
disaster, etc.)
o Parents/guardians are encouraged to visit ready.gov (http://www.ready.gov/make-a-
plan) for some contributing ideas.
o Parents/guardians should not complete the poster board for the children; instead, they
should help them formulate ideas.
o Posters will be judged on originality, the focus on the emergency preparedness theme,
and the creativity of the poster.
