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The Governor of Guam has directed and provided funding toward the establishment of a 
small business grant program. This program is entitled, the Guam Small Business Pandemic 
Assistance Grant (GSBPA) Program. The GSBPA Program provides grants to small businesses 
experiencing business interruption due to the 2019 Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19). The 
Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act was enacted into law on March 27, 
2020 and created the Coronavirus Relief Funds program. Guam received $117.9 million in 
Coronavirus Relief Funds.
Of the total Coronavirus Relief Funds, the Leon Guerrero Tenorio Administration has set aside 
up to $20 million for direct assistance to small businesses experiencing business 
interruption due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The program is administered by the Guam 
Economic Development Authority.

DEFINITIONS

SMALL BUSINESS
Guam businesses that have gross receipts from April 2019 
through March 2020 of up to One Million Five Hundred 
Thousand Dollars ($1,500,000).

BUSINESS INTERRUPTION
A. For businesses in operation on or before March 2019 
(April 2019 GRT filing): if the May 2020 gross receipts 
reflect a 25% reduction as compared to the average 
monthly gross receipts between April 2019 and March 
2020. 

B. For businesses who commenced operation on or 
after April 1, 2019: if the May 2020 gross receipts reflect 
a 25% reduction as compared to the average monthly gross 
receipts between the first month of GRT filing and March 
2020. 

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
• Business maintains a current Guam Business License*
• Business files income taxes on Guam 
• Business was in operation on or before Oct. 1, 2019
• Business must have experienced business interruption as 
defined above. 
* If business license has expired between March 16th 
to-date, business may still be eligible, depending on the 
business license operations at the Department of Revenue 
and Taxation and availability of renewing such business 
licenses.

INELIGIBLE ENTITIES
• Businesses generating a gross revenue of more than 
$1,500,000 from April 2019 to March 2020  
• Non-profit organizations 
• Landlords
• Businesses solely involved in passive investments
• Shell companies 
*Eligibility is subject to review by the GEDA

REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION

• Grant Application

• Self Certification Form confirming information 
submitted is true and correct under penalty of perjury.

• A copy of Current Guam Business License*

• GRT filings from April 2019 to May 2020 (Stamped copies 
or E-filing history acceptable) 
– For businesses who commenced operation on or after 
April 1, 2019 (filing GRT in May 2019 or after), the GRT 
filings as of the first GRT filing month through May 2020 is 
required.

* If business license has expired between March 16th 
to-date, business may still be eligible, depending on the 
business license operations at the Department of Revenue 
and Taxation and availability of renewing such business 
licenses.

Applications will be accepted beginning May 2020. The 
grant deadline is December 30, 2020 and is subject to the 
availability of funds.
